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Object security at the Grimwade Centre for Cultural Materials Conservation (GCCMC)
The objects store at GCCMC is a high security area. Access is strictly controlled.  

If there are no teaching staff present to open the store, the student can sign out a key from the draw. The key should be promptly returned after use. The door should not be left open when no one is present in the store.
Object safety at GCCMC

When working at GCCMC the safe handling of objects is a primary responsibility of all students.  

Take extreme care when handling any object particularly objects with unfamiliar objects.

Always move with extreme care, particularly in the store where conditions are more crowded.

If you need to move an object to gain access to something else, eg in storage, preferably ask the student who is responsible for the item before moving it.  If that is not possible, examine it carefully before moving it.

If any object is damaged an Accidental Damage Report must be filled in as soon as you become aware of the damage. The damage must be reported to your supervisor.

If your object is damaged while in the Centre undergoing treatment, or in the course of your treatment, the damage and any remedial treatment carried out must be recorded in the treatment report.
